BACKGROUND: This resolution declares the City of Columbus's support and approval for the Solid Waste
Authority of Central Ohio's (SWACO) Solid Waste Management Plan Update ("Plan Update") for the period
covering 2018 to 2032. SWACO’s mission is to improve the community’s solid waste stream through effective
waste reduction, recycling, and disposal. SWACQO’s jurisdiction includes Franklin County and political
sub-divisions with over 50 percent of their population in Franklin County.

The Ohio Revised Code and the Ohio EPA requires solid waste districts to develop and periodically revise a
Solid Waste Management Plan (Plan) every five (5) years. The purpose of the Plan is to address state
mandated goals and outline programs and initiatives to reduce reliance on landfilling, increase recycling and
reuse, and minimize waste generation. SWACO’s draft Plan covers a fifteen (15) year period beginning in 2018
and ending in 2032.

As a significant user of SWACO’s landfill for disposal of waste generated and collected by the Refuse
Collection Division, the City of Columbus must approve of SWACO’s solid waste management plan. The plan
must show how SWACO will meet the waste reduction and diversion goals established in Ohio’s state solid
waste management plan (“State Plan”) and present a budget for implementing its Plan Update. Furthermore,
the Plan Update must contain the information and data prescribed in Ohio Revised Code (ORC) 3734.53 and
Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) Rule 3745-27-90. Ohio EPA prescribes the format that details the information
that is required and the manner in which that information is presented.

SWACO accepted public comments on the draft Plan Update and proposed Rules from April 22 through May
22, 2017. SWACO held a public hearing to obtain oral comments regarding the draft Plan Update and the
proposed 2017 District Rules on Wednesday, May 31, 2017. The SWACO Board of Trustees recently
approved an amended draft Solid Waste Management Plan Update on July 11, 2017. SWACO has until
October 31, 2017 to receive community support and adoption of the draft Plan Update from the 41 communities
in the Solid Waste District. Therefore, SWACO is seeking approval from Columbus City Council on the district
Plan Update. Without approval from the City of Columbus, this plan cannot be submitted to the Ohio EPA for
final approval. SWACO must receive acceptance of the plan from legislative authorities representing a
combined population of at least sixty percent (60%) of the Solid Waste Management District total population.

To approve the Solid Waste Management Plan Update for the Solid Waste Authority of Central Ohio
(SWACO) as a guide for the management of solid waste and waste reduction activities.

WHEREAS, the City of Columbus is located within the jurisdiction of the Solid Waste Authority of Central
Ohio (SWACO); and

WHEREAS, the SWACO Board of Trustees prepared and adopted a final draft of the Solid Waste
Management Plan in accordance with Ohio Revised Code Sections 3734.53 3734.54 and 3734.55; and

WHEREAS, SWACO has provided a copy of the Solid Waste Management Plan Update for ratification to
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each of the legislative authorities of the District; and

WHEREAS, the City of Columbus, being the largest local government utilizing the SWACO landfill, approves
of said Solid Waste Management Plan Update; and

The Unisys Libra 460 System directly supports mission-critical City applications, such as the City's payroll and
Police Property Room applications. The Payroll application is utilized by all City agencies, ensuring that all City
employees are paid and accurate records are maintained for the IRS, federal government, and the State of

Ohio. Division of Police utilize this system for Property Room inquiries only. The Department of Technology, in
cooperation with its City department affiliates, plans to migrate current applications running on the Unisys Libra
mainframe platform to new technology platforms.

The original contract, EL014669, was authorized by ordinance 1660-2013, passed July 15, 2013 for $694,425.50
outlining a coverage period of July 1, 2013 through December 31, 2015. That contract was most recently
modified via PO039040 and was authorized by ordinance 2479-2016, passed November 7, 2016 for $225,220.56
with a coverage period from January 1, 2017 through December 31, 2017.

This would be manifestly impractical to bid as Unisys is the sole source provider of the Unisys Libra 460

4. How cost of modification(s) was determined:
The City of Columbus and Unisys Corporation negotiated the cost of the software license and support services

extension. The cost to pay for the three year term agreement at $474,335.00 versus paying for the software
license and support on a one year term basis for the next three years at an estimated cost of $749,335 will save
the city approximately $275,000 which equates to saving one full year of cost.

Division of Sewerage and Drainage Department of Public Utilities

SUBJECT: SEPTIC TANK ELIMINATION PROGRAM

Pursuant to the authority granted under Columbus City Code Section 1147.23, the Director of the
Department of Public Utilities hereby adopts, establishes, and publishes this rule and regulation to be
effective at the earliest date allowed by law. This rule and regulation is in addition to any established
requirements that have not been superseded or rescinded by this or any previous act.

APPLICATION:

This regulation specifies the requirements and provisions of the septic tank elimination program of the
City of Columbus.

DEFINITIONS

Applicant: the owner of record of an eligible property who applies for participation in this program.
Eligible Property: existing single family or duplex residential structure in the City of Columbus that is not
connected to the City sanitary sewer system, and that has an appraised value of less than $250,000 as

determined by the pertinent County Auditor's Office.

GENERAL REGULATION:
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1) If the City builds a main line sewer using capital improvement funds or a private main line sewer
has been dedicated to the City per Columbus City Code 1145.12, the owner of any eligible property
that is going to connect to the sewer may apply to participate in this program.

Property owners connecting to a private sewer that has not been dedicated to the City of Columbus
per Columbus City Code 1145.12 may apply to participate in this program to defer the system
capacity charge and receive a no-interest construction loan. Written permission from the sewer
owner is required to tap an undedicated, private sewer per Columbus City Code 1141.08. Any costs
charged by the owner of an undedicated private sewer are not deferrable under this program.

To be eligible to participate in the program, the Applicant must sign a promissory note with the City
of Columbus which will be secured through a recorded mortgage against the property. The amount
of the promissory note will be the total amount of the deferred charges and/or the private plumbing
loan (See 4 and 5 below)

3.) An application fee of $2,000 shall be charged to the property owner upon

approval of the application to participate in this deferral program. This fee will in part cover the

costs of the deferred loan program. The fee must be paid before a sewer tap permit will be issued.

4.

If the application is approved by the City, the Applicant may defer payment of the following charges
to connect to the City of Columbussanitary sewer system until the property is sold, is transferred, is
no longer a private residence, or the maturity date for the mortgage is reached, whichever occurs
first:

a) Front footage fee as specified in Columbus City Code 1137.01; and, applicable only to sewers
constructed by the City of Columbus.

b) System capacity charge as specified in Columbus City Code Section 1147.17.

The mortgage maturity date shall be established 99 years from the date the mortgage is signed by the
Director of Public Utilities.

The Applicant may also enter into a three-party contract with a licensed sewer contractor of the
applicant's choice and the City of Columbus. Pursuant to this contract, the City will provide a
no-interest loan of up to $5,000 to help defraytoward the cost of the installation of the service lateral,
abandonment of the Home Sewage Treatment System (HSTS), and other work necessary as part of
the lateral installation. The loan will be due when the property is sold, is transferred, or is no longer a
private residence, or the mortgage maturity date is reached, whichever occurs first.

6.) Any Applicant who documents eligibility for the low income discount for commodity
charges as specified in Columbus City Code 1105.21 may have the application fee waived.

The City is under no obligation to subordinate the mortgage; however, the City will evaluate
subordination requests in accordance with the subordination procedures and policies for the Septic
Tank Elimination Program developed by the Department of Public Utilities.

(K) The construction of a test well for any private water system shall be assessed a fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00),
due and payable, in advance.

(L) The construction of a pond for a single family dwelling shall be accompanied by a fee of two hundred dollars ($200.00).
(M) The conversion of a well not previously approved as a private water system into a private water system for a single
family dwelling shall be accompanied by a fee of one hundred seventy-five dollars ($175.00). These wells shall include, but
not be limited to, agricultural wells, irrigation wells and geothermal wells.

(N) The conversion of a well not previously approved as a private water system into a private water system for a non-single
family dwelling shall be accompanied by a fee of two hundred dollars ($200.00). These wells shall include, but not be limited
to, agricultural wells, irrigation wells and geothermal wells.

(O) The inspection of a private water systems contractor as authorized under paragraph (F) of rule 3701-28-04 of the
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Administrative Code, shall be assessed a fee of one hundred fifty dollars ($150.00).

226.01 APPROVAL OF STATE REGULATIONS

Chapter 6111 of the Ohio Revised Code and the rules adopted pursuant thereto are hereby approved by the Board of Health
as the minimum compliance standard for enforcement by the Health Department in the City of Columbus.

226.02 DEFINITIONS

(a) As used in this chapter, “semi-public disposal system” means a disposal system which treats the sanitary sewage
discharged from publicly or privately owned building or places of assemblage, entertainment, recreation, education,
correction, hospitalization, housing, or employment, but does not include a disposal system which treats sewage in
amounts of more than twenty-five thousand (25,000) gallons per day; a disposal system for the treatment of sewage from a
single-family, two-family, or three-family dwellings; or a disposal system for the treatment of industrial waste.
