Following a three-person committee evaluation, the quote submitted by Dell 

Marketing, LP was deemed the most responsible, responsive, and best offer. As such, the Purchasing Office 

recommended that the UTC/PA be awarded to Dell Marketing, LP for a term of three years, expiring on 

December 31, 2023.  This ordinance only authorizes the third and final “true-up” for 2023. As the current 

contract with Dell Marketing LP expires on December 31, 2023, DoT will solicit quotes for the 2023 annual 

enterprise license.

The near Northeast area of Columbus lacks safe, easy access to parks, schools, regional trails, and 

neighborhood destinations. In 2020, CRPD received Clean Ohio Trails Funding from the Ohio Department of 

Natural Resources towards constructing this 1.2 mile trail connector along Mock Road.  The connector will tie 

into the Alum Creek Trail at Sunbury Road, and directly connect to the City’s Hudson Street Greenway.  Once 

completed, over 4 miles of east/west connectivity will be available.

Metropolitan Holdings, general partner of Olde Towne Investors LLC, is additionally pleased that it continues to 

be a pioneer in housing concepts, and is working toward a formal relationship with IMPACT Community 

Action. This relationship provides for formal referral and preferred placement of qualified households into the 

proposed affordable housing units. This ensures that those who need the housing the most also have immediate 

access to vacant units once they are available for lease.

IMPACT Community Action Agency has existing Vocational Training and Certification Programs providing a 

mixture of classroom instruction and hands on work to help prepare participants for the construction field trades. 

Additionally, they offer supportive services and programming that can help Tenant live independently and with 

dignity, and further have agreed to provide supportive services and programming to any Eligible Tenant at the 

development. Examples of supportive services include, but are not limited to employment programs that 

integrate financial literacy training or assist with overcoming employment barriers. This can also include rent and 

utility assistance, career training programs that offer accredited credentials in the skilled trades, or licensing or 

certifications in healthcare, technology fields and more.

Because the predevelopment of this Project began during the COVID-19 pandemic, this caused permitting and 

supply chain issues, resulting in multiple stall for this Project.  During that time, the gaps in funding created a 

need for additional funds.

Emergency action is requested as this project is nearing completion.  Without amending the ordinance prior to 

project completion to correctly reflect the soft costs, the project would have a gap in funding that would delay its 

completion.

Prior to the COVID pandemic it took nine to twelve months after placement of order to receive a refuse 

collection truck.  The shutdown of many businesses during the pandemic and supply chain issues have caused 

long delivery delays for these trucks.  The projected delivery date of replacement trucks previously on order has 

been delayed by many months, and delivery times for new orders are now running eighteen to twenty-four 

months after receipt of order.  The Division is experiencing a shortage of refuse collection trucks due to 

downtime needed for repairs of an aging fleet and the delays in getting replacement vehicles that have been 

ordered.

The Ohio EPA requires this ordinance which authorizes the Director of Public Utilities to apply for and execute 

Ohio Water Pollution Control Loan Fund (WPCLF) loan agreements in 2024 for the design and construction of 

Sanitary, Stormwater, and Treatment Engineering Capital Improvement Projects as identified in Section 1 of this 

ordinance, under the direction of the Division of Sewerage and Drainage (DOSD).  This loan program is jointly 

administered by the Ohio EPA's Division of Environmental and Financial Assistance and the Ohio Water 

Development Authority (OWDA). The WPCLF Loan Fund program provides below-market interest rate loans 

for municipal Wastewater and Stormwater system improvements. 

 

The Department of Public Utilities anticipates applying for loan funding for the projects listed in Section 1 of this 

ordinance.  However, it may become necessary to add or subtract from this list of projects depending upon 

project schedule adjustments, departmental need, or the loan agency deciding a project is not eligible for funding.  

The dollar amount of each loan will be based upon bids received for construction services projects, or after 

professional service contract pricing has been negotiated as part of the City's Request for Proposal process for 

design projects.

BACKGROUND: This legislation authorizes the Director of the Department of Development to accept and 

execute a reimbursable Lead-Safe Renovation, Repair, and Painting (RRP) Grant, in an amount up to 

$1,424,543.00, from the Ohio Department of Health (ODH).  The grant will be utilized by the Department of 

Development and Columbus Public Health.  The grant term ends June 30, 2025.  

The ODH-RRP grant will allow the department to continue to create lead-safe housing in high-risk zip codes by 

conducting lead-safe renovations on windows, doors, and porches in homes built before 1978.  These grant 

funds may be used in conjunction with other Division of Housing program funds to address both interior and 

exterior lead issues.  

Working with the Office of Diversity and Inclusion, grant funds will be used to fund training for aspiring 

contractors to receive their RRP certification thereby increasing the number of small to medium sized RRP 

contractors and strengthening the local lead hazard control workforce.  In partnership with Columbus Public 

Health (CPH), grant funds will be used to increase knowledge of the importance of blood lead testing for 

medical professionals and caregivers.  CPH will also increase awareness of lead hazards and prevention 
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practices.  

Columbus City Code (CCC) 111.14 states that “All programs which award loans or grants of more than five 

thousand dollars ($5,000.00) must submit legislation for approval to city council”;  CCC 329.18 states, “No 

contract greater than $50,000.00 awarded under this section shall be effective until approved by ordinance of 

city council; and CCC 329.09 states “After agreeing upon the terms of a modification, the city agency shall 

submit legislation to city council requesting approval of the modification…”  

This legislation will authorize the Director of Development to enter into grant agreements with homeowners if 

the grant amount is greater than $5,000.00, to create a purchase order in the name of the contractor and to do 

so if the amount is greater than $50,000.00, and to modify a grant agreement as needed to carry out the 

purposes of the grant program, without having to return to Council for each project  This authorization allows the 

department to expend the funds in a timely manner and provides program flexibility in the event of unforeseen 

conditions.

The cost of remediation work in a residence is typically under $50,000.00.  However, there may be instances 

where the cost is greater than $50,000.00. Remediation includes removal of mold, lead, and other similar toxins.  

The department has a list of prequalified contractors who, through a bid rotation system, bid on the work under 

the Lead Safe Columbus Grant Program.  After a bidder is chosen from the public bidding process, the 

department enters into a grant agreement with the homeowner for the work and creates a purchase order in the 

name of the contractor to pay the contractor directly. 

This legislation is submitted as an emergency to allow for the execution of the grant agreement and the 

appropriation and expenditure of funds so that the funds can be fully encumbered and expended within the term 

of the grant.  Failure to do so may result in funds being returned, lead remediation not done, and increases in 

health issues related to continued exposure to lead.

FISCAL IMPACT: This legislation requests the appropriation and expenditure of $1,424,543.00 from the 

General Government Grant Fund (Fund 2220).  The grant number shall be determined after the grant is 

executed by the parties.

$1,176,500.00 of the grant is appropriated in the Department of Development, of which $1,000,000.00 will be put 

an Auditors Certificate Purchase Order (ACPO) to be expended for RRP work and $176,500.00 shall be 

available in the budget for the purchase of goods and services, as required by Columbus City Code Chapter 329.

On October 3, 2012 the Columbus City Treasurer's Office issued a request for proposal, SA004617, for various 

banking services.  The Columbus Depository Commission received and reviewed proposals from six (6) local 

banks and recommended, subject to the approval of City Council, the award of banking services to specific 

banks on April 18, 2013.  All such banks are currently eligible depositories of the City of Columbus, pursuant to 

Chapter 321.04 of the Columbus City Code.  At a meeting of the Columbus Depository Commission held on 

December 28, 2012, the Commission approved Applications for the Deposit of Public Funds which each bank 

submitted for review.  The contracts are for a period of ten (10) years beginning June 1, 2013 through May 31, 

2023 subject to annual appropriations and approval of contracts by the Columbus City Council.

This legislation will allow the Director of the Department of Development to enter into a Housing Development 

Agreement with Community Development for All People (CD4AP) for the Dering Family Apartments 

development, which will ultimately be funded with $2,000,000.00 from a future Capital Budget, Affordable 
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Housing Bond. Once funds become available, an ordinance will be brought to Council to authorize a grant 

agreement.

Dering Family Apartments will sit on two parcels - one is a vacant field at 98 Dering, and one is currently the 

site of The Rice Bowl Restaurant, which will be demolished for the purpose of this development. The 

development will consist of 245 one-, two-, three-, and four-bedroom apartment units in three 4-story buildings. 

These apartments will be affordable to individuals and families making between 30% and 80% of the Area 

Median Income.

Additionally, because this development is right on the South High Corridor, residents will have easy access to 

public transit that can take them to a number of important nearby amenities including groceries, healthcare 

facilities, shopping centers, schools, and parks. New commercial, single-family, and multi-family market rate 

developments have been moving down South High Street for several years. As new development moves south, 

it is vital that new affordable housing units be produced to ensure long-term affordability in the neighborhood.

The Columbus Promise is a transformational college access, success, and workforce program made possible by 

a coalition that includes the City of Columbus, Columbus City Schools (CCS), Columbus State Community 

College (CSCC), I Know I Can (IKIC), the Columbus Foundation, the Upjohn Institute, and other partners. 

Announced in the fall of 2021, the first cohort enrolled in the fall of 2022 and the second cohort enrolled in the 

fall of 2023, currently enabling Columbus City Schools students to attend Columbus State Community College.

guarantees a gap-filling grant to meet students’ unmet need and provides a stipend to help with other costs like 

books and transportation at CSCC.

The services being offered via contracts with the above-named organizations cannot be provided by existing city 

employees as they are outside the scope of the City’s current responsibility and capacity.

The targeted constituencies are adults who have lost the ability to use print due to blindness and vision loss, 

accident or injury, and veterans who suffered a service-related disability which prevents using print. The US 

Census estimates that 2.3% of our population is visually impaired or roughly 21,000 Columbus residents. This 

number does not include those who have some other disability which prevents use of print such as paraplegia, 

stroke, or other injury. In central Ohio and specifically in Columbus, there is no coordinating agency for the 

provision of rehabilitation due to vision loss for adults who are past working age. State programs focus on 

employment and vocational rehabilitation. Once the individual is diagnosed as legally blind, too many vision care 

professionals send the patient home without referrals to the next step in adapted living. 

 

Voicecorps reading service has provided free reading services to Columbus residents and has been supported 

by the city for doing so for each of its 45 years.  During the pandemic, Voicecorps was able - with support from 

City Council - to maintain daily transmissions of daily newspapers which contain vital information about 

COVID-19 safety, curfews, and other information the rest of Columbus had access to through the height of the 

pandemic.  The services involve the efforts of over 200 volunteers in reading the Columbus Dispatch and 

various other news periodicals over broadcasts, including WOSU-FM and WOSU-TV.  The targeted audience 

is overwhelmingly made up of aging residents, many of whom are low or fixed-income earners and make use of 

other resources for residents over 60.  

 

Columbus City Council is supporting these services for blind and visually impaired residents with $80,000.00 in 

funding from the Neighborhood Initiative subfund.
