Incident Summary:  On 8/25/24, at approximately 2:49 am, an adult pedestrian was walking in the area of 
East Dublin Granville Rd., west of Sawmill Place Blvd.  At the same time, a 2013-2014 white Scion xD was 
traveling east on East Dublin Granville Rd. and struck the adult pedestrian.  The Scion xD then fled the 
crash scene without exchanging any information or stopping to check on the well-being of the struck 
pedestrian.  The adult pedestrian was later pronounced deceased at the scene of the crash by 
responding medical personnel.   
 
The Accident Investigation Unit responded to the crash scene and initiated an investigation, which is 
ongoing.
