Incident Summary:

**JPDATE: The previously unnamed victim was Julian Medina-Alvarez, 25. Detectives have filed a
warrant charging Jose Luis Bautista, 26, with Murder for causing Medina-Alvarez’s death. Anyone who
knows Bautista’s whereabouts is asked to contact police.

Medina-Alvarez and Bautista both resided at the same house in the 600 block of S. Napoleon Ave.
Bautista was seen stabbing Medina-Alvarez, who escaped the attack by running to neighboring
residences for help, before collapsing from his injuries. Bautista was last seen fleeing from the area on
foot. Bautista is possibly employed as a painter or construction laborer.

On Thursday, August 1, 2024, at 12:11PM, Columbus Police Officers were called to the 600 block of S.
Napoleon Ave. on areport of a stabbing. On arrival, officers found an adult victim who had been cut or
stabbed. CFD Medic 23 transported victim, to OSU East Hospital in critical condition, where they were
pronounced deceased at 2:26PM.
