Incident Summary:  The Franklin County Coroner's office has identified the victim as listed above.  Next 
of kin has been notified. 
 
On Tuesday, September 10, 2024, at 7:04PM, Columbus Police Officers were called to the 2200 block of 
Parkwood Ave. on a ShotSpotter alert.  On arrival, officers found an adult victim suffering from an 
apparent gunshot wound.  CFD Medic 818 responded to the scene and transported the victim to Grant 
Hospital in critical condition.  The victim did not survive their injuries and was pronounced deceased at 
7:23PM.  At this time, the decedent’s name is being withheld pending notification of next of kin.
